. Introduction

4:12 through practical ministry in local churches and community.

1. The Goals

Midwest University exists to provide men and women with a Biblically-based education
designed to prepare them for success in their careers in ministry and in secular service by
enhancing their spiritual, social and intellectual gifts and abilities.

For this mission Midwest University seeks to aid students in growing in Christian service which




may demonstrate their individual God-given gifts and skills in the sense of commitment to serve

church and the world.

A. The First Goal: Trained Practical Commitment by Putting the Word of God into
the Practice of Ministry

CSP of Midwest University provides opportunities for students to balance theory with practice
by letting them participate in practical experience in Christian ministry. The goal is to encourage
students in fulfilling the word of God by active participation in ministry areas in local churches
or community. Consequently, it serves to aid students in integrating their faiths and learning by

requiring them to exercise spiritual disciplines and further develop personal ministry skills.

B. The Second Goal: Exhibition of Knowledge of the Bible in Ministry

fulfill the mission of Christ Jesus with the biblical mandate in local churches and community
through CSP of Midwest University.

D. The Fourth Goal: Development of Personal Talents in Service

It is appropriate for students to use their God-given talents to serve the church which Jesus Christ
has built through His sacrifice. The CSP is actually planned to encourage students to participate
in making an impact on the world so that they may demonstrate a keenly developed sense of

commitment to serve sympathetically in their careers and in their social and spiritual lives




Midwest University seeks to prepare all students for Christian life and ministries in local churches or
communities by encouraging them to be involved in practical Christian services and develop their personal character,
integrity, godliness, commitment, as well as social skills in the context of a global atmosphere.
